“This subtle taste of the East”

Tigran Matulyan’s creative path cannot be called short . Judging by the sheer volume of his
creations, it seems the artist never ceases to work, dedicating every moment to his craft. An
impression? Perhaps. Nevertheless, once in a while he presents to the scrutiny of the viewer a
vast array of sheets and canvases, wherein, with his inherent life-affirming force, he speaks of
existence, life and women.

Woman. The eternal Eve. For Matulyan, this is a special theme. Like the wise and beautiful queens
ofthe East, inIndia and Egypt in ancient times, the female figures of Tigran possess an enchanting
freshness. Regardless of when a particular work was painted, it always seems as if it was painted
only yesterday.

His painting manner is almost watercolor-like in its delicacy, yet simultaneously powerful in
its plasticity, in the fullness of the life that it conveys. It appears as though he finds the key to a
banal and well-known only to him subject, and the canvas is illuminated by the magical light,
inexhaustible imagination, sometimes, however, tinged with the gentle smile of the omniscient
and sophisticated Man. And thus, the earthly goddesses — full of life, voluptuous, woven
with purples and golds, light and shadow, are ready to take off, leaving all the mundane and
uninteresting far below.

Speaking of Matulyan's creativity, one cannot help mentioning the peculiar ornamentality,
characteristic of his works. This is not a décorative element. Omaments enter his works
purposefully, as a part of the imagery, and at times as a guiding principle for constructing the next
Opus.

Itis also worth mentioning the dynamic balance , which replaces symmetry, however, very rarein
painting but possible in the case of Tigran.

Thanks to these artistic means, a purely abstract surface of the canvas is created at times.
That can please not only lovers of women, but also lovers of abstract painting.

In the miscellaneous isms abounding today, Tigran Matulyan’s art can be regarded as ornamental symbolism. Though there is no
necessity in trying to fitinto any defined ism, as long as everything created is mysteriously understood and accepted by the public.
The search of a motive is not a particular issue for Matulyan either. The most diverse themes become creations, fragments of
honest dreams and love. They seem to be sunrises of their own, helping us to see and feel it all. And as the artist himself says
“ifyou keepyour eyes closed, you will not see the sunrise.” This true enchantment is even more so compelling with the melodicity,
prominent in Tigran Matulyan's works. The melodic atmosphere guides you towards the light, towards the cry from the heart,
towards emotions and purity.

Every time | meet Tigran Matulyan and study his paintings, | become assured that the world of fine art is boundless, and face the
sacrament of self-creation. Preserving the creative manner that is typical of him solely, he does not cease stepping forward, unveiling
to us his own dreams and tales. We are granted this magical opportunity because he persists in believing and dreaming, perpetually
soaring in his ever-flowing thoughts.

In this technocratic time, Matulyan has managed to preserve his purity and warm approach to his surroundings. Thus, springs up
his nobility — the unfailing pledge of the interaction between the invisible fluids of his artworks and the viewer. Itis nobility that gives
rise to the unique energy that prevails in his creations, each of which is a separate tale of his that go on to become the viewers’,
ours, everyone’s. Thus, the artist grants us fairy tales. Fairy tales where exquisite ornaments enchantyou into a dialogue without a
trace of demand orimposition.

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Tigran Matulian belongs to those artists, about whom we can say, that the virtue of their art lies in its specific character, but notin
the synchronism of the reflection of the reality. His artistic manner, which is not deprived of the sweet smack of the oriental splendor,
is liberated and directly connected with the development of the thinking. The charming world of oriental tale as dissonance intrudes
into the reality, which is full of profound social and spiritual shocks, into the era of scientific discoveries, which do not diminish,
by any means, the part of the unknown and inscrutable. Tigran abstracts the reality, ciphers a certain object, or the eternal notions
of love, passion, expectations by an abstract form, but he never burns the bridges between the figurativeness and abstractness.
As well as the objective world, the abstract one exists in the artist’s consciousness as an inner necessity, and it becomes original,
natural. The bold-color dramatic composition of Tigran's artworks is being materialized in the intricate design, ornament, which
arouse quite concrete associations with the oriental carpets, textiles and jewelry. Itis a special world, another reality, which has no
connection with the world around us, and which is perceived only emotionally.

Lyrical, devout imaginings are revealed through the raucous, bluish, yellowy-red, expressive
and melodic painting. These sensitive and impressionable reveries are indicative of the artist’s talent and the quality of the manner.

Many of the best pieces of Matulyan’s art have been admitted to international exhibitions and are highly valued. The beauty of his
vivid and colorfulimages inspires a bright and lively mood that gives birth to a desire to wish him new achievements in his art.
